Definitions for Required Partnerships

Local Juvenile Justice Partner: an agency or entity at the local level that is officially
recognized by State or local government to address juvenile justice issues in the
communities to be served by the grant. Examples of juvenile justice agencies include
juvenile justice task forces, juvenile justice centers, juvenile or family courts, juvenile
probation agencies, and juvenile corrections agencies.

Local Law Enforcement Partner: the agency (or agencies) that has law enforcement
authority for the LEA. Examples of local law enforcement agencies include municipal,
county, and State police; tribal police and councils; and sheriffs' departments.

Local Public Mental Health Partner*: the entity legally constituted (directly or through
contract with the State mental health authority) to provide administrative control or
oversight of mental health services delivery within the community.

We have found that some communities experience significant changes from the time the SS/HS
application is submitted to the time of the award.

and provide additional assurances, address management and servery dslies, and contain

Developing Your SS/HS Logic Model

SS/HS projects are usually large and complex. Our experience has shown that the use of a visual
tool, such as a logic model, can be invaluable to applicants, peer reviewers, and Federal staff.
The logic model provides a snapshotwjidy element, of key information, presented in the

narrative.
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The chart format allows for easy cragderencing between the project narrative, preliminary
MOA, and the budget. The logic model will allow the applicant, peer reviewer, and Federal staff
to readily evaluate if:

e Needs and gaps have been identified.

e Goals and objectives respond to the identified needs and gaps.

e Proposed activities are related to and will contribute toward achieving identified goals

and objectives.

e Partners are actively ang@ropriately participating in implementing the project.

e Outcomes and measures for outcomes are presented.

e Resources (such as staff, materials, and training) are allocated in the budget.

The SS/HS logic model should provide a clear picture (graphic esgeg®n in a chart format)
of your SS/HS comprehensive plafhe logic model should not introduce new or different
information from what is included in the narrative.

For each element, the logic model chart should illustrate the relationship betwedarthation

identified as a need or gap with the corresponding goals; objectives; activities, curricula,
programs, and services; part nadaui@omeseahdes i n i m

Recent literature on the subjects of violence and substanceeveafon emphasizes the
importance of providing a continuum of strategies (activities, curricula, programs, and services).
This continuum is frequently described as a thatagle model: 1) universal prevention, 2) early
intervention, and 3ntensivestrategies This model recognizes that all students can benefit from
participating in universal prevention activities and gtatlents at higher risk for substance use
and/or violence already demonstrating such problematic behaviors require different
interventions.

Universal preventiond Activities, curricula, programs, and services provided to students
regardless of risk to delay or prevent negative and/or violent behavior (such as bullying or
fighting) and to enhance knowledge and skills that will impiibxeclevel of respect and caring
attitude displayed by all.

Early interventiond Activities, curricula, programs, and services provided to students who are
at risk of engaging in, or experiencing, negative and/or violent behavior.

Intensive strategie® Activities, curriculaprograms, and services designed for individuals at
highest risk of engaging in negative and/or violent behavior or already demonstrating such
behavior. For additional information on this topic, see Appen@i@&source List.

A

wide range of evideneeased strategies (activities, curricula, programs, and sernsasilable

to chooserbom as well as a growing body of evidedzsed principles and research to consider

(see pag@6). Below are a few of the questions (this is not an inclusive list) you may want to

consider when selecting strategies to include in your SS/HS comprehdasive p

1. Is the activity, curriculumprogram, or service based on a wadfined theory or
model?

2. Is there sound research (quality and appropriateness of design, data collection, and
analysis) to show evidence that the activity, curriculum, program, oceearaused or
contributed to a desired outcome?

3. Given your communityés risk and protectiywv
curriculum, program, or service with fidelity?

4. Is the program agegender, and culturally appropriate for your selected gagon?
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SS/HS Elements

Element One: Safe School Environments and Violence Prevention

Activities

Without a safe learning environment, teachers cannot teach and students cannot learn. Safe
school environments and effective violence prevention effooimipte a climate in which

learning can take place. The twofold goal of this element is to identify issues, conditions,
behaviors, and/or structures that contribute to unsafe school environments and violence in
schools and the community and then to prosbiseegies that will address identified issues and
result in safe and orderly schools and reduced levels of violence in schools and the community.

To accomplish this goal, applicants should consider including strategies that focus on the entire
schoolpopulation as well as those students with disruptive, destructive, or violent behaviors. A
continuum of strategiésincluding universal prevention, early intervention, and intensive
activities, curricula, programs, and servitds key to success.

Exampes of strategies for universal prevention include conducting a safety and security
assessment and then implementing interventions to correct deficiencies such as installing
surveillance cameragNo more than 10 percent of the total budget for each yeanay be

used to support costs associated with security equipment, personnel, and minor remodeling

of school facilities to improve safety.)Other universal prevention activities could include
developing and implementing a distrigide school safety plamstituting a districivide
researckbased violence prevention curriculum, and promoting good citizenship and character as
part of a plan to improve overall school climate.

Early intervention strategies include providing violence prevention curriculaiimensive,

small group setting, training staff on the early warning signs of violence, developing a-district
wide policy for assessment and referral to parenting programs, and training staff and identified
students on conflict resolution skills.

More intensive strategies include alternative programs, case management and coordinated
services for students reentering schools from juvenile justice or alternative school placements,
and student courts.

Element Two: Alcohol, Tobacco, and Other Drug Prevention Activities

ATOD use is a complex human behavior often related to other factors in the home or wider
community but having a negative impact on the learning environment of the school. Schools
have developed and implemented curricula and instructional predgoaatdress ATODse.

Although curricula and instructional programs are important and necessary, they are insufficient
alone.

The prevention or reduction of substance use and abuse among youth needs to be coordinated
with broader environmental strateg that address change not only at the individual, classroom,
and school levels but also at the family and community levels. Recognizing the importance of
the family is critical. Research has suggested that family interventions aimed at improving
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parerting practices and the family environment can be effective in reducing risk for later
problem behaviors and ATOD use among youth.

Examples of strategies include schaatle implementation of researtfased ATOD prevention
curricula, social norms campagaimed at reshaping attitudes and beliefs regarding ATOD use,
and review of policies and procedures addressing ATOD use across schools and other
community institutions (All of these are examples of universal prevention.) Programming to
address the nesaf students who are at higher risk or already engaging in problem behavior
would include more individually focused supports and more intensive evitb@seel

programming or practices.

Element Three: Student Behavioral, Social, and Emotional Supports

Academic and social success depends on more than instruction alone. In addition to having a
strong academic focus that supports students to achieve high standards, successful schools foster
positive relationships for youth, promote meaningful parentacantmunity involvement, and
recognize that the social and emotional needs of students play an important role in their
development. When youth participate in supervised, engaging, anglamtied programs that

provide positive interaction with peers ardulis, promote initiative, and encourage youth to
contribute to society, youth are more likely to succeed academically and have positive attitudes
toward their school and community.

Youth who engage in such activities also exhibit improved behaviordingan increase in

self and social awareness; an ability to effectively manage negative emotions; and improved
decision makingnd negotiation skills to address negative peer pressure. Students, families, and
other community members such as law enfoenofficers, juvenile justice personnel, social
services and mental health professionals, and-faittt communitypased organizations are
important partners in addressing the behavioral, social, and emotional supports for.students
They should be invokd in the planning of these activities.

Some examples of universal strategies that can be included in your SS/HS comprehensive plan
are opportunities for students to participatafterschooprograms, staff training focused on
knowledge and skills needéo support positive student behavior, and designated staff to
improve schoectommunity liaisons. Welllesigned mentoring programs may address the needs
of students at higher risk for problem behavior or already demonstrating such behavior.

(This grantis not intended to fund activities that support direct academic instruction, such as
academic tutoring.)

Element Four: Mental Health Services

Many children and adolescents have mental health needs but are unable to access appropriate
high-quality mental kalth servicesGrowing evidence shows that school mental health

programs improve educational outcomes by decreasing absences, reducing discipline referrals,
and improving test scores. ldentifying mental health problems early and providing appropriate
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services are especially important in improving academic achievement and overall student well
being.

In responding to this element, an applicant should consider including the following activities:

e Providing early identification and assessment in the da®dting.

e Providing appropriate schebhsed mental health early intervention services faskt
children and adolescents and their families.

e Providing referral and follovup with local public mental healdgenciesvhen treatment
is indicated, constent with the written agreement between the schools and the local
public mental health authority.

e Providing training and consultation to school personnel.

e Providing supportive services to families in order that they may participate fully in the
educatimal, social, and healthy development of their children.

¢ Revising policies and procedures as needed to ensure enhanced communication and
informationsharing across service systems (such as common referral or intake forms).

Thi s el ement OGendedtc gupportiehhanees intagradon,icooidination, and resource
sharing among education, mental health, and social services providers. For this reason, the
SS/HS final MOA requires a formal arrangement between schools and public mental health
entities The arrangement specifies the delivery of mental health services for children and
adolescents with more serious mental health problems to complementisasedluniversal
prevention and early intervention services.

These grant funds are not intendedgtipplant the financial resources already dedicated to
improving mental health services under the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA)
These funds are intended to leverage and coordinate mental health services.

Element Five: Early Childhood Social and Emotional Learning Programs

Experiences that occur in the fifste years of life profoundly affect later development.

Learning that occurs in these early years is rapid, spanning various dénagrstive,

linguistic, moral, social, emoti@l, and behaviordl all of which impact school readiness

Children who develop a secure attachment to at least one adult are more likely to develop social
and emotional skills that lay the foundation for future healthy interpersonal relationships,
associéion with nonviolent peers, and improved academic achievement.

Because younger children are not yet enrolled in school, access to families with children and
toddlers may be complex-or this reason, proposed activities should include ways to overcome
barriers to identifying and serving children and families in need of the services to be provided.
Appropriate community partners should be identified and consulted in the development of
services to address the proposed early childhood social and emotwnaidgprograms.

Some examples of activities, curricula, programs, and services that can be included under
ElementFive are training for parents, training for professionals working in early chriel
centers, parent and caregiver support groups, anersegefor developmental milestones and
school readiness in all early childhood prograifiese are examples of universal prevention
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activities.) Examples of activities and programs that address the needs of youngsters at higher
risk or already demonstiag problem behavior might include pr@nd postnatal nurse home
visitation, case management, crisis intervention, and intensive therapy.

Local Evaluation

Applicants must present a plan for evaluating their SS/HS comprehensivéplaastseven

perent of the total budget must be allocated to local evaluation efforts for eachfadtlyears

of the grant The purpose of the local evaluation is to provide timely information for creating
strategic plans, measuring progress, and keeping the p@jeised on the overall objective of
SS/HS promoting healthy childhood development and preventing violence and subssance
Local evaluation is also an important tool in sustaining local progress after Federal funding has
ended.

Goals are generally brdautcome statements (for example, improve school safety), and
objectives are more specific statements for achieving the goal. Objectives are attainable,
measurable, and time specific (for example, reduce injuries during the school year).

The local evluation design should include both process and outcome measures linked directly to
goals and objectives. Process measures describe what was done, how it was done, and to whom
and for whom it was done. Process measures are especially important toletseneénce

based programs are implemented with fidelity in order to maximize their effectiveness. Outcome
measures evaluate the effect of activities, curricula, programs, and services.

Applicants should demonstrate a strong commitment to making ¢éeal@e integral part of
their SS/HS planning and implementation activities.
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Evaluation Planning Considerations:

The design describes how the SS/HS partners will be provided with data that can be used to
make adjustments in service delivery and improve the SS/HS comprehensive plan.

The design provides for a lead evaluator and staff to serve in an advisory capacity to the local
SS/HS partners and assist with planning, implementation, and sustainability activities.

The design allows for the accurate and timely collection of Government Performance and
Results Act data.

The goals of completqna community assessment are to identify problems and strengths related
to school safety, substangseand violence among youth, and child and family development

and to identify the gaps in programs, infrastructure, services, and available resounpgsto s
efforts to improve in each of these areas. Both can be addressed through a thorough needs
assessment.

The data used to support a communityds assess
and may be derived from such sources as policatepovenile justice referrals, school

discipline records, graduation rates, focus group results, and the like. Examples of the types of
problems communities may identify are increasing drug use among youth, decreased graduation
rates, and high number§youth with behavioral disorders not receiving mental health services.
Examples of gaps in available services infrastructure and resources include lack of adequate
afterschooprogramming, lack of strong schelolcal business partnerships, and an inadtgju

number of mental health service providers.

Eligibility
We did not serve as the lead local educational agency for a Safe Sck@déalthy Students
grant, but we did receive some services as part of that granAre we eligible to apply?

Yes. Local educational agencies (LEAS) that have previously received grant funds or services
under the Safe Schools/Healthy Students (SS/HSating directly or as part of a consortium of
LEAs may apply for fundingApplicants must include a signed assurance stating that if funded,
the project will not serve those schoolsabregionsthat were served by the first SS/HS

project. We will notonsider applications from prior grantees or from LEAs that have received
services as part of an SS/HS grant unless that application includes the required-gpEgiéim
assurance.

We are a former SS/HS grantee and plan on submitting an application fdFY 2007. In
addition to submitting the program-specific assurance regarding eligibility for former
SS/HS grantees, is there anything else we should submit?

No. Your programspecific assurance regarding eligibility should clearly state that none of
schods orsubregionsthat were served by the first SS/HS project will be served by the FY 2007
project, if awarded. Applications from former SS/HS grantees that do not include the program
specific assurance regarding eligibility will be deemed ineligiblevatichot be forwarded to

peer review.

What if a former SS/HS grantee is proposing to provide different or new activities,
curricula, programs, or services to schools osub-regionsserved by the first SS/HS project.
Is this allowable?

No. The rationa for eliminating the restriction on eligibility that prohibited former SS/HS
grantees from applying for new SS/HS funding is, that despite the size of SS/HS grants, some
very large LEAs were not eligible to apply for sufficient funding to implement a cemepsive
SS/HS plan district wide. That is, the LEA was unable to include all of its schaalg mgions

in its first SS/HS project. With the elimination of this eligibility restriction, former SS/HS
grantees [LEAs] are now able to implement actgticurricula, programs, and services in those
schools osubregionsthat were not served by the first SS/HS grant. It is not our intent to allow
prior recipients to dfr ed ocdbregion$hat/wers&Sserpged byjthe ¢ t
first SS/HS project.

Applications from former SS/HS grantees that include schools@mckgionsserved by the
first SS/HS project will be deemed ineligible and will not be forwarded to peer review.
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My LEA currently has an SS/HS grant but would like to apply foranother. Can we do so?

No. The December 4, 2006, notice of final eligibility requirement for the Office of Safe and
Drug-Free Schools limits eligibility under the discretionary grant competition to applicants that
do not currently have an active gramider the same discretionary grant program. This action
was taken to ensure equitable distribution of awards among eligible applicants for grants under
OSDFS discretionary grant programs and also to ensure that successful grantees have an
opportunity to bcus their efforts on completing a current project and to use information and
results from that current project in designing future projects.

We are required to submit a logic model as an attachment to our preliminary MOA. What
is a logic model? How ighe logic model different from what is included in the narrative
section of the application?

SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION:

The Safe Schools/Healthy Students (SS/HS) grant program
draws on the best pr actices of the education, justice, social
service, and mental health systems to provide a continuum of
activities, curricula, programs and services designed to
increase protective factors and reduce risk as an effective way
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to promote healthy child develop ment and address the problems of
school violence and alcohol and other drug abuse.
Key to the SS/HS grant program is creating and implementing
a comprehensive plan that addresses specific needs, gaps, or
weaknesses in services and builds on available reso urces and
services. Creating and implementing the comprehensive plan
allows an applicant to prevent youth drug use and violence,
promote safe environments and prosocial skills, and provide for
healthy child development.
The establishment in this notice o f priorities,
requirements, selection criteria, and definitions is designed to
describe more clearly our vision for this important initiative
and provide prospective applicants with additional insight into
the program and its requirements.
We published a notice of proposed priorities, requirements,
selection criteria, and definitions for this program in the
Federal Register on February 27, 2007 (72 FR 8704).
Except for minor editorial and technical revisions, there
are no differences between the notice of proposed priorities,
requirements, selection criteria, and definitions and this
notice of final priorities, requirements, selection criteria,
and definitions.
Analysis of Comments and Changes
In response to our invitation in the notice of proposed
priori  ties, requirements, selection criteria, and definitions,
five parties submitted comments. An analysis of the comments
follows.
Generally, we do not address technical and other minor
changes or suggested changes we are not authorized to make under
the a pplicable statutory authority.
Comment One commenter recommended that community organizations
be allowed to apply directly for an SS/HS grant. The commenter
expressed concern that by limiting eligibility to local
educational agencies (LEAS), the Departm ent would exclude some
communities from receiving much needed Federal resources. The
commenter noted that while schools are interested in having an
intervention implemented, that interest wanes when they discover
that they have to be the entity applying f or funding because
they feel they are unable to commit the necessary time and
resources to coordinate, manage, and implement a grant.
Discussion : The U.S. Departments of Education, Health and Human
Services, and Justice initially designed the SS/HS initi ative in
response to direction from Congress. The conference committee
report that accompanied the initial funding appropriated for
SS/HS in FY 1999 instructed the Federal agenc
safe |l earning environments for studentso thro
grants Ato | ocal educational agencies -for deve
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wide approaches to creating safe and drug -free school séo (Hou
of Representatives Report 105 - 825, to accompany H.R. 4328,
Making Omnibus Consolidated and Emergency Supplemental
Appropriations for Fiscal Year 1999)
The SS/HS initiative recognizes the importance of community
partners in creating a comprehensive, coordinated plan for
meeting the initiativeds very broad goals, as
the requirement that every application include a part nership
among a local school district, a local public mental health
authority, and local law enforcement and juvenile justice
entities. However, we continue to believe that an LEA is the
entity best positioned to take the lead in developing and
implementi ng a comprehensive set of strategies and activities
that significantly improves the school environment and climate.
Community - based organizations are often well suited to implement
effective prevention programs for students and families and can
be an impo rtant partner in a SS/HS project, but these
organizations may lack the level of control and oversight of
school settings needed to implement effective, comprehensive
school - based projects.
Change: None.
Comment Two commenters expressed concern about the elimination
of the previous SS/HS eligibility requirement that barred former
SS/HS grant recipients from applying for a second SS/HS grant.
One commenter felt that this change might reduce the number of
awards made to small, rural districts. Specificall y, the
commenter was concerned that small, rural districts may be
unable to compete with larger LEAs that frequently have
dedicated resources for grant writing.
The other commenter asserted that the advantages realized
by receiving a SS/HS grant, including the ability to leverage
additional resources, are so significant that previous
recipients should not be eligible to compete for another SS/HS

grant.
Discussion : In developing the notice of proposed priorities,
requirements, selection criteria, and defini tions, we carefully

considered whether or not to eliminate the restriction on

eligibility for previous SS/HS grantees. The proposal to

eliminate the restriction was based in significant part on the

unique needs of LEAs with very large enrollments or State s and
territories whose governance structure includes only a single

LEA. Inthese cases, SS/HS funds from a single grant, though

significant, were not sufficient to reach all schools and sub -
regions in the LEA. We believe that eliminating this

restrictio n provides an opportunity for an LEA to compete for

additional support to realize its goal of creating a safer

learning environment for all of its schools or sub - regions. To
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ensure that former SS/HS grant recipients do not receive new
SS/HS awards to sust ain their original projects, we proposed to
require that former SS/HS grant recipients submit a program
specific assurance stating that if awarded, the project will not
serve those schools or sub - regions that were served by the first
SS/HS project.

Additio nally, we recognize that all previous grantees, not
just large LEAs with dedicated grant - writing personnel, have
experience with the initiative that may assist them in preparing
competitive grant applications. In an effort to level the
playing field and b alance the interests of small, large, rural,
and urban LEAS, as well as those of prior SS/HS grant recipients
and of LEAs that have not yet received a SS/HS grant, we plan to
award a preference for LEAs that have not received a SS/HS
grant. Our experience with other grant competitions suggests
that this strategy generally helps novice applicants compete
effectively with entities that have previously received grants
and implemented discretionary grant projects.
Change: None.
Comment One commenter request ed that an educational service
agency (ESA) that has previously received a SS/HS grant on
behalf of several of its member districts be able to apply on
behalf of other LEAs that were not part of the previous SS/HS
project. This commenter also requested th at the ESA be able to
implement with the new LEAs the same activities previously
implemented as part of a prior SS/HS grant received by the ESA.
Finally, the commenter requested that ESAs that have previously
received a SS/HS grant and are submitting a ne w application on
behalf of LEAs not served by the prior grant be considered new
applicants under Priority 2.
Discussion : The notice of proposed priorities, requirements,
selection criteria, and definitions did not propose to continue
the prohibition on an LEA receiving a second SS/HS grant that
was established in the notice of final priorities for the

program published in the Federal Register on May 28, 2004 (69 FR

30756). Instead, through Priority 2, we proposed to establish a
priority for LEASs that have not previously received a SS/HS
grant at any time. This preference is designed to help level
the playing field for applicants that have not previously
received SS/HS funding given that prior recipients will now be
allowed to compete for funding.

We are n ot restricting the ability of an ESA to propose
programs used in a previous SS/HS project, provided that
different LEAs are being served under the new SS/HS project.

Priority 1 does not address the issue of whether or not an
applicant is a prior recipient or a new applicant for SS/HS
funding. Priority 2 provides a priority for new applicants, but
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ESAs that have previously received a SS/HS grant would not be
considered new applicants, even if their applications were
designed to serve LEAs that had not recei ved services under a
previous SS/HS project. The priority is designed to help
applicants that have not received SS/HS funds compete
effectively with prior recipients that have had the advantage of
designing and implementing a successful SS/HS project.
Permitting an ESA with a prior SS/HS grant award to be eligible
under this priority (even when it would implement activities in
new schools or LEAS) would run counter to our objective in
establishing Priority 2 because those ESAs have used a previous
grantt o gain experience that they can build upon in serving new
schools and LEAs.
Change: None.
Comment One commenter suggested that we change the application
requirements and definitions to require that applicants for
SS/HS funds demonstrate the participatio n in their projects of
local agencies working to prevent substance abuse.
Specifically, the commenter recommended that the application
requirement for a preliminary memorandum of agreement (MOA) be
modified to require the addition of a local substance abu se
prevention agency as a partner or, alternatively, that the local
behavioral health authority be included if a single authority is
responsible for both mental health and substance abuse services.
The commenter felt that requiring the inclusion of such a gencies
would enhance efforts to prevent youth violence and promote
healthy youth development.
The commenter also suggested that the contents of the
required final MOA be expanded to include details about the
procedures to be used for referral, treatment, and follow - up for
students receiving substance abuse services. Additionally, the
commenter proposed definitions for the ter ms
abuse prevention agencyo and/ or fAbehavioral h
and requested that the Department apply these def initions to the
SS/HS program.
Discussion : As stated by the commenter, local substance abuse
prevention agencies and/or behavioral health authorities exist
in many localities, but this is not true for every community and
every State. Some States and many localities do not have
independent substance abuse prevention agencies but combine
responsibilities for substance abuse prevention, intervention,
and treatment with behavioral health, mental health, public
health, or even child welfare. Because of the va riation in
State and local government structures, we would not easily be
able to determine if local agencies for substance abuse
prevention exist in each applicantds jurisdic
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would not be able to make an accurate and efficient
determinati on regarding an applicantds el

Applicants are required to address, in their preliminary
and final MOAs among the required SS/HS partners, as well as in
their responses to the selection criteria, how multiple and
diverse sectors of the community h ave been and will continue to
be involved in the design, implementation, and continuous
improvement of the project. Those LEASs situated in localities
with a separate local substance abuse prevention agency could
include the separate local substance abuse prevention agency in
their Comprehensive Plan and as a SS/HS partner and describe the
participation of that agency in their application. The final
MOA from a partnership that includes a separate local substance
abuse prevention agency could also include d etails about the
proposed procedures to be used for referral, treatment, and
follow - up for students receiving substance abuse services to be
provided by or coordinated by the local substance abuse
prevention agency.

Change: None.

Comment None.

Discuss ion : The notice of proposed priorities, requirements,
selection criteria, and definitions proposed that previous SS/HS
grant recipients be allowed to compete for additional SS/HS
funding provided that the applicants submit a program - specific
assurance wit  h their grant applications. In this assurance, an
applicant would state that the scope of work contained in the
grant application is new and that funding, if awarded, will not

be used to sustain activities, programs, curricula, or services
provided to a p opulation during the first SS/HS grant.

Although we did not receive any comments about the proposed
assurance, we were contacted by some LEAs that have previously
received a SS/HS grant award, seeking clarification about the
proposed assurance.

Paperwork Reduction Act of 1995

Certain sections of the proposed priorities, requirements,
and selection criteria for the SS/HS gr ant program contain
information collection requirements already approved by the
Office of Management and Budget (OMB) under OMB control number
1865- 0004 (1890 -0001). The Department does not believe the
proposed priorities, requirements, and selection crit eria will
change the current approved burden for 1865 - 0004 (1890 - 0001).
However, as required by the PRA, the Department has submitted

The
proposed collection does require submission of a logic model,
but this requirement adds little burden as the applicant need
only present a subset of the narrative information in a chart
format.

Subpart 2-National Programs
SEC. 4121. FEDERAL ACTIVITIES.

(a) Praggram Authorized From funds made available to carry out this subpart under section 4003(2), the
Secretary, in consultation with the Secretary of Health and Human Services, the Director of the Office of
National Drug Control Policy, and the Attorney Geneshhll carry out programs to prevent the illegal

use of drugs and violence among, and promote safety and discipline for, students. The Secretary shall
carry out such programs directly, or through grants, contracts, or cooperative agreements with public and
private entities and individuals, or through agreements with other Federal agencies, and shall coordinate
such programs with other appropriate Federal activities. Such programs may include:

1) the development and demonstration of innovative strategielsdaraining of school personnel,
parents, and members of the community for drug and violence prevention activities based on
State and local needs;

2) the development, demonstration, scientifically based evaluation, and dissemination of innovative
and high qulity drug and violence prevention programs and activities, based on State and local
needs, which may include

a) alternative education models, either established within a school or separate and apart
from an existing school, that are designed to promoteaimdgriolence prevention,
reduce disruptive behavior, reduce the need for repeat suspensions and expulsions, enable
students to meet challenging State academic standards, and enable students to return to
the regular classroom as soon as possible;
b) communityservice and serviekearning projects, designed to rebuild safe and health
nei ghborhoods and increase studentsd sense
¢) videobased projects developed by nhoncommercial telecommunications entities that
provide young people with ndels for conflict resolution and responsible decision
making; and
d) child abuse education and prevention programs for elementary and secondary students;

3) the provision of information on drug abuse education and prevention to the Secretary of Health
and HumarBervices for dissemination;

4) the provision of information on violence prevention and education and school safety to the
Department of Justice for dissemination;

(c) Information, reports, studies, and surveys from other agencies
The Administrator may require,itugh appropriate authority, Federal departments and agencies engaged
in any activity involving any Federal juvenile delinquency program to provide the Administrator with such
information as may be appropriate to prevent the duplication of efforts, aodndinate activities, related
to the prevention of juvenile delinquency.

The Administrator shall have the sole authority to delegate any of the functions of the Administrator under
this Act.
